Why the Summit?

In Mayor Victor De Luca’s 2016 State of the Township Address, he cited two recent pedestrian crashes in Maplewood, one of which resulted in serious injury.
“We are a walking town and need to focus more energy on pedestrian safety and enforcement of traffic laws. I intend to organize a Traffic Summit to plan a response to this growing problem. We need to make it safer for our residents and they are demanding nothing less than that.”
Goal

To develop a multi-disciplinary strategy to increase pedestrian safety and slow down the traffic in Maplewood
Approach

We will bring together representatives from the Township’s Departments of Administration, Community Development, Engineering, Fire, Police and Public Works; elected officials; traffic professionals and advocates.
Through a series of presentations and brainstorming sessions, the group assembled will help craft multi-disciplinary and cross-department strategies that when implemented will make Maplewood more pedestrian friendly.
We hope to develop a vision statement and goals using ideas from various resources that already exist like Vision Zero and the NJ Pedestrian Safety Action Plan.
