May 25th – May 31st 

May 25, 2023: Shoplifting Arrest: On 5/25/23, Maplewood Police Officers Lareau and Angerville responded to 1511 Springfield Ave, Wawa, on a report of a shoplifting. After an on-scene investigation, 29-year-old, Daniel Coley of Maplewood, was arrested and charged with shoplifting. Coley was released with a summons and a court date.
May 26, 2023: Burglary/ Stolen Motor Vehicle: On 5/26/23, Maplewood Police Officers responded to a residence on North Ter on a report of a burglary and theft of a motor vehicle. The homeowner reported that they left their residence at 7:45 AM for a morning run leaving the front door unsecure. When they returned at 8:45 am, the homeowner discovered their 2021 BMW X7 was taken from their driveway. The homeowner also discovered their key fob was taken from inside the residence. Maplewood Police Detectives were able to locate the stolen vehicle and it was returned to the owner. 
May 26, 2023: At approximately 2:11 PM, Maplewood Police Officers Gil and Celis along with the South Essex Fire Department responded to Park Ave residence on a report of an unconscious male. Officers were able to determine that the medical emergency was an apparent overdose, at which time officers administered NARCAN to the unconscious male. South Essex Fire Department arrived on scene to render further aid and the male began regaining consciousness. The male was ultimately transported to a nearby hospital for further treatment.    
May 26, 2023: Warrant Arrest: Maplewood Police Officer Singleton conducted a motor vehicle stop on Parker Ave after observing the vehicle traveling at a high rate of speed on Parker Ave. During the motor vehicle stop, Officer Singleton, identified the driver to be 22-year-old Mohand Aburadi of Linden, who had an outstanding warrant for Simple Assault. Mr Aburadi was arrested on the warrant and turned over to the Linden Police Department. Mr Aburadi was also issued summonses for Careless Driving and Failure to Exhibit Proof of Insurance.
May 31, 2023: Residential Burglary: Maplewood Police Officers responded to a residence on Midland Blvd on a burglary alarm activation. While officers conducted a check of the residence, they received further information that an unknown black male wearing a blue jersey with white lettering was observed on their property during the time of the alarm. After further investigation, it was determined that the suspect entered the residence through an unsecured 2nd floor window and stole approximately $200.00 worth of costume jewelry.

In addition to the above events, there was one shoplifting incident during this time frame.
